First, use a whiteboard and pen or pencil and paper, to plan what each person will get to eat. Only choose
items from the list provided in the spreadsheet.

To choose one of the items highlight the cells in the ‘Available Items’ list, including the name of the item and
the price, then copy. Click on the first blank row of the Shopping List and paste your copied item.

In the Quantity column, decide how many of that item you will need to buy. Remember there needs to be
enough for 20 people.

In the Total column, you need the formula Price x Quantity.

In the Total box at the bottom of the column, enter a formula to add up all the row totals as you go along.
To find the amount remaining from your budget, enter the formula £60 — Your Total.

What amount of budget do you have remaining?

What if the budget was to increase to £80? What else would you choose to include?

3. Copy and paste your entire spreadsheet into a new sheet. Can you edit the items to make your own
shopping list for a new party or event? What items will you choose/need? What budget will you set?
