Intent, Implementation and Impact of Spanish  
Intent
At Four Swannes Primary School, we recognise the importance of learning another language as part of preparing pupils for life in a multicultural and multilingual world. Spanish is taught across the school to give pupils the opportunity to:
· Develop the four key language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing.
· Express themselves with increasing confidence in another language.
· Build curiosity and interest in languages, leading to a positive attitude to further study at secondary school and beyond.
· Gain insight into Spanish-speaking cultures, traditions and identities.
We want all children to enjoy language learning, see themselves as capable of learning another language, and develop respect for cultural diversity.
Implementation
Spanish is taught through weekly lessons in KS2 using the Language Angels scheme of work. Lessons are designed to be progressive, building year-on-year so that children revisit and extend previous knowledge.
· In Key Stage Two, pupils learn a wider range of vocabulary and grammar, including adjectives, opinions and verb conjugation. They engage in role-play, reading activities, short writing tasks and cultural learning.
· Across all phases, Spanish is taught in an interactive and engaging way, with opportunities for games, songs, role play, and written work.
Teachers use retrieval practice to reinforce previous learning and encourage children to apply their knowledge in new contexts. Cultural enrichment opportunities, such as Spanish Day, assemblies or food tasting, are also provided to help pupils connect language with real-life experiences.
Impact
By the end of Key Stage Two, pupils will be able to:
· Understand and respond to spoken and written Spanish in familiar contexts.
· Take part in short conversations, asking and answering questions with accuracy and confidence.
· Read and write short texts, using correct spelling and grammar.
· Show curiosity about language and awareness of cultural similarities and differences.
Teachers assess pupils through regular speaking, listening, reading and writing activities, tracking progress in line with the DfE Languages Programme of Study for Key Stage 2.
Children at Four Swannes leave primary school with the foundations of language learning, the confidence to continue at secondary level, and a wider appreciation of the world around them.
