Spanish Subject Policy
Four Swannes Primary School
Rationale
Learning a foreign language is a statutory part of the National Curriculum for Key Stage 2. At Four Swannes Primary School, we teach Spanish to provide children with the skills, knowledge and cultural understanding they need to become confident communicators and global citizens.

Aims
In line with the National Curriculum, the aims of our Spanish curriculum are for all pupils to:
· Understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of sources.
· Speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity.
· Improve the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation.
· Write for different purposes using a range of grammatical structures.
· Discover and develop an appreciation of Spanish-speaking cultures.

Guidelines
· Curriculum coverage: Spanish is taught weekly in KS2.
· Skills development: Pupils are taught listening, speaking, reading and writing skills, supported by appropriate grammar.
· Progression: Knowledge and skills are built year-on-year following the Language Angels progression map.
· Teaching methods: Lessons are interactive, including songs, games, conversations, role play, reading tasks, and written activities.
· Cultural learning: Children learn about Spanish festivals, traditions, food, art and music.

Health and Safety
Teachers will follow school safeguarding procedures at all times. Resources such as food, artefacts or props used in lessons will be checked for allergies, hygiene and safety.

Equal Opportunities
All children, regardless of gender, race, background or ability, will have equal access to Spanish. Lessons are differentiated to support all learners, including SEND and EAL pupils. Children’s efforts are valued and celebrated to promote confidence and self-esteem.

Resources
· Spanish is taught using the Language Angels scheme of work, interactive whiteboard resources, songs, stories and games.
· Knowledge organisers and vocabulary sheets support home learning and retrieval practice.
· Resources will be updated regularly to ensure high-quality provision.

Cross-Curricular Links
Spanish is linked with other areas of the curriculum where possible, e.g.:
· Art: A study and appreciation of the works of Spanish artists such as Picasso or Gaudí.
· Music: traditional songs in Spanish during the lesson.
· Geography: Map skills – South America (Year 6); linked to History – the Roman Empire (Year 3).
· Maths: numbers, dates and time in Spanish.

Assessment and Reporting
· Teachers assess progress through speaking, listening, reading and writing tasks.
· Each skill is assessed at least twice a year in line with school policy.
· Progress is recorded on the shared system and reported to parents annually.
· Pupil self-assessment and vocabulary tracking sheets support metacognition and independence.

Role of the Coordinator
The Spanish Lead is responsible for:
· Ensuring Spanish is delivered consistently across the school.
· Supporting staff through CPD, resources and planning.
· Monitoring teaching and learning through book looks, pupil voice and observations.
· Evaluating impact and reporting progress to SLT and governors.
· Organising whole-school cultural activities such as Spanish Day.
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
